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YOUTH EMPLOYMENT PROMOTION POLICY
IN MODERN CONDITIONS

Abstract. Promoting youth employment is undoubtedly one of the strategically government bodies’
important tasks for the Russian economy and the sustainability of its socio-economic development.
The scientific article presents the analysis results of an integrated approach to organizing a policy to
promote youth employment in the Russian Federation in modern economic instability. The
necessity of developing a new state policy strategy of the Government of the Russian Federation,
aimed at ensuring youth employment in national economy sectors in order to reduce unemployment
among this age category, is substantiated. The analysis showed that the existing mechanisms for
providing youth with jobs in the country are not enough, since the number of unemployed among
youth remains the highest among all age groups, therefore the author found that when developing a
new state policy strategy of the Government of the Russian Federation aimed at ensuring youth
employment, the main mechanisms and directions for solving this problem will be the creation job
quotas by the state, the restoration of employment practices after receiving vocational education,
and incentives for employers to employ young people by providing tax preferences.
